Objective
This project will test and challenge your technical editing skills we have learned so far and challenge you to infuse creativity into editing.
Your objective is to take a movie trailer, and edit it so it is a completely different genre of movie. For example, turn a comedy into a horror movie. Turn a post apocalyptic thriller into a romance. Use color correction and music to set the mood and tone of your trailer.

You are to think of your edits creatively, and showcase our new edit skills like TITLES, COLOR CORRECTION, AUDIO/MUSIC EDITING, CROSS DISSOLVES, ETC.
Procedures
• You will begin by choosing your movie trailer video from YouTube. Whatever genre that movie is, remix it to make it a completely different kind of movie.

If you need more clips from the movie, look for scenes from the movie on YouTube!
• One idea is to select audio from another trailer. So if you want to turn a comedy trailer into a horror trailer, remember to pick you’re a scary movie trailer for your audio to be a scary movie.

If you want more clips from the movie, search YouTube and see if they have the full movie or scenes from the movie. Remember, downloading an entire movie from YouTube will take time to download and will take time to look through. Manage your time wisely!
• This project is designed to practice your editing skills where you must rely on listening to audio. Please bring headphones into class, so that you can monitor your audio. 
• You’re attempting to tell a story with existing audio, and different video. Think about your trailer creativel
• Challenge yourself with creative edits and graphics. Think outside the box.
Rules:
1. Your trailer has to be a minimum of 30 seconds.

2. There will be checkpoints to see your progress. This project will total 150 points
3. The Movie trailer of choice will set the groundwork for your project. Remember to save your downloads in your documents folder! IF YOU DON’T THIS YOU WILL LOSE YOUR CLIPS!!
4. Start off by creating a NEW PROJECT in Premiere. Select Browse. Save it in your class folder! Name it First initial, Last name, Movie Trailer: EXAMPLE: K Boberg Movie Trailer 

5. You will then begin the editing process. 

6. Downloading clips takes a lot of time.  Please manage your time wisely.
7. If you need more time during the week, come in after school! I will be here.
